Authors of scientific reports/papers are always given instructions to follow, regarding font size, number of pages, references etc. These instructions vary between publishers (for example between scientific journals) and the format that is required for one text is therefore not necessarily applicable on another text. We have compiled instructions that apply for this course project. Please make sure you follow these instructions and thereby allow the teachers to focus on giving feedback on the content of your text, rather than spending time correcting the format! The instructions are attached to this page.

Instructions to authors

Tropical livestock production, student project 2011
The seminar should include a title page, 3-5 pages of text and a list of references. The title page should state title, names of authors, that it is a student project in the Tropical livestock production course in 2011

The text should contain the following sections:

- an introduction with a clearly stated problem or hypothesis.

- a literature review that is relevant for the problem stated. The text should be organised 


with informative sub-headings.

- conclusions based on the literature review

Tables and figures 

Important tables and figures that use a lot of space can be put in an appendix (in addition to the maximum of 5 pages). Tables and figures should be numbered and named separately. Table headings are given above the table while figure legends should be under the figure and references are given in heading/legend.

REFERENCES

Regarding choice of references

The main focus should be on scientific literature. Textbooks and commercial material can also be included, but should not make up the main part of the information. Remember that part of the challenge producing scientific text is to choose valid references. 

References in the text

References in the text should be shown as:

One author:

(Surname, year)

Two authors:

(Surname & Surname, year) 

More than 2 authors
 (Author et al., year)     ‘et al.’ in italic and with a full stop!

List of references

Scientific paper
Authors including initials. Year. Title. Source. Number (Issue): pages.

Example:
Dung, N. N. X, Manh, L H. and  Udén, P. 2002. Tropical fibre sources for pigs - digestibility, digesta retention and estimation of fibre digestibility in vitro. Animal Feed Science and Technology. 102 (1-4): 109-124. 

Book

Authors including initials. Year. Title. Edition. Publisher, City, Country. Pages.

Example:

McDonald, P., Edwards, R. A., Greenhalgh, J. F. D. and Morgan, C. A. 2002. Animal Nutrition. Sixth edition. Pearson Education Limited, Harlow, UK. Page 309.

Chapter in book
Authors including initials. Year. Title of Chapter. In: Title of book. Edition. Name of Editor(s) including initials (eds). Publisher. City, Country. Chapter/Pages.

Example:

Palmquist, D. L. and Santora, J. E. 1999. Endogenous synthesis of rumenic acid in rodents and humans. In: Advances in Conjugated Linoleic Acid Research, Volume 1. First edition. Yurawecz, M. P., Mossoba, M. M., Kramer, J. K. G., Pariza, M. W. and Nelson, G. J. (eds). AOCS Press. Champaign, USA: Chapter 14 pages 201-214.

Report

Authors including initials. Year. Title. Name of report series. Publisher (often a University). City, Country. Pages.

Example:

Ekelund, A. 2003. Phosphouros and the Dairy Cow, influence of intake level, source and stage of lactation on digestibility and bone turnover. Acta Universitatis Agriculturae Sueciae. Swedish University of Agricultural Sciences. Uppsala, Sweden. Page 14.

Web pages

Author including references. Year. Web address. Date when information was collected from the web.

Example

Swedish University of Agrucultural Sciences. 2006. http://www-mat21.slu.se/eng/research/animalproduction.htm. September 09, 2006.

For any other material, try to follow one of the examples given above!
