1. Who arranges my 
internship? 

• The student arranges his or her own internship 
• The student arranges a supervisor at the place of 
internship



2. When can I do the 
internship?

The internship course runs in all four study periods



3. How do I apply and get 
registered to the course? 
• Apply via Universityadmissions.se - Apply to Swedish 

universities
• If the internship does not follow the study periods. 

Apply for the period that the internship starts in.
• the internship must be approved by the course 

leader before the internship starts and the contract 
form must be signed by the workplace and the 
course leader.  

• When the internship is approved and you have 
turned in the signed contract, you are registered to 
the course by the course administrator.

Fill in the form in consultation with the internship and send it to the course 
coordinator. A qualified person at the internship and the course 
coordinator must sign the agreement. Downloadable on the course 
website.



4. What workplaces qualify?
The aim of the course is to provide increased 
familiarity with the landscape architect's 
professional field. The internship must include 
tasks that a person hired as landscape architect 
would do.



A qualified supervisor
The work takes place "under the supervision of a 
qualified supervisor". It can be a landscape 
architect, building architect or urban planner. 
He/she may also be other professional categories. 
Check with the course leader if you are unsure.

5. What are the examination requirements?
Examination requirement # 1

• TO HAVE WORKED AS AN INTERN FOR AT 
LEAST 8 FULL TIME WEEKS. (i.e. at least 40 8-
hour days).



5. Examination requirement # 2

• A WRITTEN REPORT must be submitted to the 
course leader for examination after completion of 
the internship. 
– It should contain a description of the workplace and 

its different areas of activity.
– description of tasks and projects in which the 

student has participated. 
– Reflections on internship, the workplace 

professional role, societal context and a critical 
reflection tasks, the work process, the possibility 
for reflection during the process as well as 
accessibility and gender equality aspects, etc.  

• Scope: 10-15 pages excl. pictures 
• A diary is not accepted



5. Examination requirement #3: 

THE WORK CERTIFICATE: You should ask your 
supervisor for a work certificate, in which they 
describe how long you have worked and what you 
have done, and also make an assessment of your 
work. This assessment should address "the 
student's initiative, degree of motivation, 
performance and ability to work both independently 
and in groups".   The certificate must be signed by 
the supervisor and you must then submit it on 
Canvas.



5. Examination requirement #4: 
FINAL SEMINAR

• Student reflects orally on his/her internship in 
front of other students and the course coordinator 
and participates in a group discussion).
Requirement #4 applies only to LARK-students who are 
taking LK0228 not LK0404 which is for LAM-students.



6. Salary / compensation for the 
work?

There is no policy on the part of the institution 
regarding internship pay or other compensation for 
the work.  It is thus up to the student to agree with 
the employer on a salary if any. Some students 
think it is good not to receive compensation; they 
experience less performance anxiety. For some 
students, it is important to receive financial 
compensation, in order to be able to support 
themselves during the internship period, because 
the do not student financial aid or out of principle.
